New Meishin Expressway (Kameyama JCT —
Kusatsu-Tanakami IC, L=49.7km) connecting
between Higashi-Meihan Expressway and Meishin
Expressway is an important highway which
contributes to the social and economic developments
of the areas and the country by strengthening the
cooperation between Kinki and Chubu districts.
